In addition, the School Board may enter into agreements with any third-party logistics company, 9 

the Alexandria City Council, or any state agency or any federal agency established or identified 10 

pursuant 42 U.S.C. § 3001 et seq. providing for the use of school buses of the Division by such 11 

company, body, or agency for public purposes, including transportation of Alexandria City 12 

residents, the elderly, or private purposes, except that such third-party logistics company may not 13 

use the school buses to provide transportation of passengers for compensation or for residential 14 

delivery of products for compensation. Each such agreement shall provide for reimbursing the 15 

School Board in full for the proportionate share of any and all costs, both fixed and variable, of 16 

such buses attributable to their use pursuant to such agreement.  Each such agreement must require 17 

the third-party logistics company, Alexandria City Council, or agency to supply insurance on the 18 

school bus that meets the minimum requirements on Va. Code § 22.1-190. The third-party logistics 19 

company, Alexandria City Council, or an appropriate state or federal agency, shall indemnify and 20 

hold harmless the School Board from any and all liability by virtue of the use of its buses pursuant 21 

to such an agreement. 22
